
Beech Hill CC 
 
Beech Hill played in the Halifax Amateur League, 1893-96 and 1900-15. First referred to in 1876, they had grounds described 
as Battinson Road, Fountain Head (New Pellon), Clay Pitts (Pellon) and Spring Hall Lane, with headquarters at least some of 
the time at The Wheatsheaf. They were league play-off winners in 1900.
