Bridgeholme’s  cricketers  have  traditionally
frequented local hostelries for their post-match
entertainment. For many years they diplomatically
supported their landlords at the nearby Station
House Hotel. This has now closed and more
recently the players have held their celebrations
and post-mortems at the Rose and Crown, the
Swan With Two Necks and the Shannon and
Chesapeake.

With the construction of the new pavilion has come
the opportunity to provide post-match hospitality,
thereby earning much needed funds, at the ground.
It is a condition of the lottery grant which funded the
building that it is used by the community, and local
groups and private individuals are taking advantage
of Eastwood’s first community building for decades.
