It has a historic link with what is now the 
Crossley Heath School, located close by.  
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The Crossley Heath School is the product of a 
1985 merger between Crossley & Porter School 
and Heath Grammar School. In January 2005 it 
was named as the best state-funded school in 
Yorkshire. 

 
Crossley & Porter School was originally the 
Crossley Orphanage and became a secondary 
school in 1919. 
 

Heath Grammar School had been founded by Dr
