The club's second name change

Unfortunately, the Methodist
Church took & dim view of gam-
bing and also alcohol on church
premibes. 50 connections with the
Church were severed and the club
adopted s current name.

In the same year m the cub
gatned a new moniker, ity ground,
which had hitherto been rented,

was purchased from the Coley
Hall Estate.
Hedge Top reached the final of

the Parish Cup in 1965 and upset
red-hot  favourites - Triangle at
King Croma,

In 1968 the club was able 1o
erect & new, covered ‘flush” tollet.
