APPARENTLY, In the mid-
nineteenth  century, a
cricket club called
Jiif 1 was based at
the Ite Lion Inn at the
coumer of Cousin Lane and
Er_:_ﬁ'llw Road.

e Inaugural meet
of Nlingworth 5t Mary
CC was held on 22
February 1884 at the
chunch institute.

A set of rules was drawn
up, with the third saying
that each playing member
miist be a ‘teacher or schol-
ar In 5t Mary's Sunday
Lchool or a member of the
ilﬂngrcﬂarlun of that
Church.

The club's first ground,
Pharach Lane, had a noto-
tiously bad square, evi-
denced by the fact that the
top batsman in 1885 (Ellis
Hetlawell) averaged only
9.7.

In 1888 they decided to
move to play in ‘a feld
behind the Vicarage'
which became known as
Jammy Green, The Ainleys
and sometimes Th' Alloe
Filebd.

Eight years nter, in 1896,
the club Joined the
Ovenden & District League

and finished the season as
champions.

In 1906 the club won the
Halifax Parish Cup for the
first time and In the same
year, the club minutes state
that, ‘A dozen whee| bar-
rows, picks and shovels
were bormowed from  the
Halifax Corporation {to ald
us in leveling the field].”

Sadly, in 1916 the
Halifax League-suspended
activitles due o war. The
club minute book sayi: T
was unanimously decided
that it be recorded...our
extreme  sympathy  be
extended to all our lads
who have fallen in this

Breat European War”

By 1920 & pmo | to
inwite and allow to
become members of the
Club’ had been passed.
