RO LES

1. This Competition shall be called the “Mirfield Parish Church
Inter-works Cricket Competition,” and shall be open to Teams of
any Workshop, Mill, Club, Institute, Railway, Mine, or any other
combination of players accepted by the Committee. (Limited to
32 teams).

2. No player will be allowed to play with more than one com-
peting team.

3. That each Team will be allowed to bat 20 overs, unless the
last wicket falls previous to the twentieth over, except in Semi-final
and Final Ties. No man to ball more than two overs and stumper
not to bowl. All matches shall take place on the ground of the
Mirfield Parish Church Cricket Club, Dunbottle Lane, on dates
selected by the Committee. .

4. Teams desirous of competing must give notice to the Secre-
tary or Treasurer by April 28th. The names of registered players
must be sent in on the attached form together with an entrance
fee of 1/- for each player registered. Plavers may be added by
any team prior to first match played by that team. Permission
will be granted to teams who desire a scrutiny of any other team
on payment of 2/6 for each Team. Any number of regular Sat-
urday players may be registered, but no more than three regular
Saturday players must be included in one team for any match. Any
person who has taken part in more than two Saturday matches will
be classed as a regular Saturday player in this competition. All
Players are requested to wear spiked boots.

5. That each Team pay 4d. per man per match for use of bats,
pads, etc., the same to be paid before a match commences.

6. All questions of eligibility and qualifications shall be settled
by the Committee of the above Club, whose decision shall be final.
No protest of any kind will be entertained unless accompanied by
a fee of 10/- which will be returned if the protest is upheld. All
protests and fees to be in the hands of the Secretary or Treasurer
within 48 hours of the finish of the match.
