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Cup dispute goes

to league hearing

A DISPUTE between Copley
and Stones over their first round
Parish Cup tie comes before the
‘Halifax League tomorrow.

Council on Friday evening and
the council ruled the matter
must be settled by the full Hali-
fax League committee.

That meeting — which must
rule on a rather carelessly-
worded section — is at Thrum
Hall tomorrow with each club
having one vote.
