They can
claim that their association is
likely to cover 100 years.

Four generations have played
with the ¢lub and three are
still living. '

Mr Abraham Moorhouse, aged
eighty-one, who lives at &,
Calder Drive, Berry Brow,
recalls that his father, George,
who died in 1938, at seventy-
four, was _knocking a ball
around at the club when he was
quite a nipper; and played at
the age of thirteen.
