
Friendly Wesleyans CC 
 
Played in the Halifax Amateur League, 1893 and 1905-08. A Sunday School team playing at Field House Farm, Burnley Road. 
They reappeared in the Nonconformist League from 1920 to 1939 – playing at Westfield, Friendly, and winning the league in 
1928, 1937 and 1938 - then from 1949 to 1955 in the Hebden Bridge League. A similarly named team, Friendly, from 
Ovenden, played in the 1890s at Shroggs Park.
