Norland CC

Became a well-established team in the Halifax Amateur Cricket League, playing between 1903 and 1917 and 1919-1920. They
won the league championship in 1919, moving on to the Parish League in 1921, the Halifax and District League in 1922, and
the Halifax Association 1923-39. Their erstwhile ground is located in the centre-left of the map below.
